Judging based upon the Head and Skull; Eyes; Ears and Mouth elements of the Breed 
Standard  
 
CLASS 2 —Special Open Best Gaited Dog  
Judging based upon the Gait/Movement element of the Breed Standard  
 
CLASS 3—Special Open Best Owner Bred & Handled Dog 
Dog must have been bred by the handler  
Judging based upon the entire Breed Standard  
 
CLASS 4—Special Open Sire and Progeny  
Sire and a minimum of three and maximum of five of his progeny  
Judging based upon the entire Breed Standard  
 

CLASS 5—Special Open Best Headed Bitch  

Judging based upon the Head and Skull; Eyes; Ears and Mouth elements of the Breed 
Standard  
 
CLASS 6 —Special Open Best Gaited Bitch  
Judging based upon the Gait/Movement element of the Breed Standard  
 
CLASS 7—Special Open Best Owner Bred & Handled Bitch 
Dog must have been bred by the handler  
Judging based upon the entire Breed Standard  
 
CLASS 8—Special Open Dam and Progeny  
Dam and a minimum of three and maximum of five of her progeny  
Judging based upon the entire Breed Standard  
 

Entry Fee—£5 per dog per class 
Ribbons 1st to 5th in each class 

Sashes for Overall Best Headed (Classes 1 &5), Best Gaited (Classes 2 & 6), 
Best Owner Bred & Handled (Classes 3 & 7), Best Progeny (Classes 4 & 8)
